The NCEP Environmental Modeling Center (EMC) transitions, enhances and maintains numerical forecast systems to support forecasters in the government, commercial and environmental research sectors.  EMC’s supported software includes forecast systems for the global and regional atmosphere (including hurricanes and rapid updating), domestic air quality, real-time ocean, land surface, seasonal to interannual climate.  Supported forecast systems are typically composed of data assimilation, forecast model, ensemble and product generation modules.  With NOAA partners, support systems will expand into space weather, ecosystem and tsunami over the next several years.  

This seminar will summarize recent implementations across the breadth of NCEP’s Production Suite and connect these advances to NWS and NOAA strategic goals; describe the organizational responses to current user, scientific and computational requirements; review planned implementations over the next 1-2 years, and discuss issues and challenges facing EMC over the next 5 years
