Captain Mike Angove is from Spokane, Washington. He graduated from Eastern Washington University in 1985 with a Bachelor of Science Degree in Geology.  He was commissioned through Officer Candidate School in February, 1986.

After commissioning he was assigned to USS Okinawa (LPH 3), and served as Electronic Warfare Officer, Gunnery Officer and Auxiliaries Officer. During this tour he participated in consecutive deployments to the Western Pacific and Arabian Gulf, the latter as part of Operation Earnest Will. He was designated a Surface Warfare Officer and selected to attend Surface Warfare Officer Department Head School.  

Following his sea tour, he was assigned to the Naval Post Graduate School in Monterey, California and enrolled in the Operational Oceanography Curriculum. Here he was selected for lateral transfer to the Naval Oceanography Community, and went on to earn a Master of Science Degree in Meteorology and Physical Oceanography.  Upon graduation in 1992, he was assigned as Ship’s Meteorology and Oceanography Officer, USS Belleau Wood (LHA 3) forward deployed in Sasebo, Japan. 

In 1994 Captain Angove reported to the Naval Pacific Meteorology and Oceanography Center/Joint Typhoon Warning Center, Guam where he trained and qualified as a Typhoon Duty Officer. He was later designated Deputy Director, Joint Typhoon Warning Center. 
Captain Angove then reported as Officer-In-Charge, Naval Pacific Meteorology and Oceanography Detachment, Whidbey Island, Washington. During this tour he also served as Staff Oceanographer, Commander, Maritime Patrol Wing Ten. In 1999, he was assigned as the Meteorology and Oceanography Officer for Commander, Carrier Group Three. Embarked aboard USS Carl Vinson (CVN 70), he served as the Meteorological advisor to Commander, Task Force 50 as Operation Enduring Freedom was launched in aftermath of September 11, 2001. 
In 2002 Captain Angove reported as Operations Officer, Naval Pacific Meteorology and Oceanography Center Yokosuka, Japan and later served as Executive Officer. In 2005, he received a Masters Degree in National Security Affairs from the Naval War College in Newport, Rhode Island, and then reported to the Staff of the Oceanographer of the Navy in Washington DC. During this tour he worked in the Pentagon as the Oceanography Capabilities lead, and later was assigned as the Assistant Naval Deputy to the Under Secretary of Commerce for Oceans and Atmosphere.  He assumed Command of the Naval Maritime Forecast Center/Joint Typhoon Warning Center Pearl Harbor, Hawaii in April 2010.
Captain Angove was twice named as the Commander, Naval Surface Forces Pacific Junior Officer Shiphandler of the Year, and was awarded the Franklin Reinauer II Defense Economics Essay Prize while at the Naval War College. His decorations include the Legion of Merit, Defense Meritorious Service Medal, Navy Meritorious Service Medal, and the Navy and Marine Corps Commendation Medal with Gold Star.
