Quick Bio for CAPT Jay Jewess

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Prior to being assigned as the Sector Deputy Commander for USCG Sector San Francisco, CAPT Jewess served as the District Eleven Chief of Incident Management directing Search and Rescue (SAR) and Marine Environmental Response (MER) operations for California, Mexico and Central America coastal waters out to 1000 nautical miles offshore.
A native of Bessemer, Michigan, located in Michigan’s Upper Peninsula, CAPT Jewess graduated from the U.S. Coast Guard Academy in 1986 with a Bachelor of Science Degree in Marine Engineering and Naval Architecture.  Following graduation, CAPT Jewess was assigned as an Engineer in Training on the USCGC BOUTWELL (WHEC 719) home ported in Seattle, WA qualifying as an Engineer Watch Officer and Underway Officer of Deck.  From there, he was selected to attend flight school and was designated as a Naval Aviator in October 1989.  His first duty air station was Air Station Houston, TX where he served as a duty standing aviator performing a variety of missions, including search and rescue, law enforcement, and marine environmental protection.  In 1993, he was selected to the Aviation Aeronautical Engineering Program and was designated as an Aeronautical Engineer Officer in the summer of 1994.  CAPT Jewess was then assigned to Air Station Kodiak, AK as the HH-65 Alaskan Patrol (ALPAT) Engineer Officer, completing four deployments to the Bering Sea.  From 1996 to 1999, he served as the Aeronautical Engineer Officer and as an HH-65 Instructor Pilot at Air Station Detroit, MI.  He was selected to attend postgraduate school and graduated with honors from the University of Purdue/Krannert School of Management in 2000 receiving a Masters of Science in Industrial Administration (MSIA) degree.  His follow-on assignment was to the Coast Guard Aircraft Repair & Supply Center (ARSC) in Elizabeth City, NC.   There he served as the Logistics Support Branch Chief implementing an Activity Based Costing/ Management Program to provide better oversight of ARSC’s $250M budget and managed the Coast Guard aviation’s $800M parts inventory.  He then fleeted up to the Chief Engineer position standardizing engineering policy, life cycle support, configuration control and integration of new aircraft components for all Coast Guard Aviation assets.  In 2005, he was assigned as the Deputy Group Commander/ Executive Officer for Group/ Air Station Astoria, OR directing air and surface operations in the rugged Pacific Northwest.  
CAPT Jewess holds an aviation commercial and private pilot’s license.  His military awards include three Meritorious Service Medals and the Coast Guard Commendation Medal.
