2008 Tropical Cyclone Fatalities

Tropical Storms and hurricanes claimed 12 lives in 2008, up from just 1 in 2007. The 12 fatalities included 7 men and
5 women. Young adults, aged 20-29 were the hardest hit category with 3 (25%) deaths, followed by adults in the 30-
49 year age ranges and seniors 70-79, each with 2 victims. The hardest hit states for tropical storms fatalities were
Louisiana (5) and Florida (3). The most dangerous place to be in 2008 was a permanent home, in which 5 people
were killed. There were 17 named tropical storms in the Atlantic Basin in 2008, of which 8 had wind speeds that
measured hurricane force, matching 2007, which also number 17 names storms, only 5 of which became hurricanes.
The Pacific Basin was slightly more active than the Atlantic with 18 named storms: 7 Hurricanes and 11 Tropical
Storms, up from 15 in 2007.
