.DISCUSSION...

A strengthening storm over the Pacific Northwest will move
further onshore today, which will continue to push a mid-level ridge
over the Central Plains. The main concern for today and Friday is
fire weather danger as a very strong low-level jet develops
underneath the ridge from central Texas spreading northeast into the
forecast area this morning. Temperatures will approach record values
with adequate mixing expected into the afternoon hours. Enhanced
surface moisture may act to mitigate the full potential of the
event, though with sustained winds of 25 mph, and gusts approaching
45 mph, this should heavily balance out the effects of increased
moisture values. High resolution models seem to handle the mixing
well, so have weighed Thursday dewpoints accordingly. RH values have
now approached threshold criteria, but thinking this is still a bit
optimistic. With increasing confidence in strong winds and lower
than expected dewpoints, have upgraded to a red flag warning from
Thursday afternoon well into the evening. Also of significant
concern is the enhanced low-level jets potential to produce strong
surface winds if adequate mixing develops into the afternoon. As of
now, thinking that 45 mph gusts are not out of question,
particularly for areas within and south of the Kansas City metro.
Have issued a wind advisory from Thursday morning through Thursday
evening. Wind gusts should taper off around sunset, though increased
sustained winds will persist until early Friday morning.

A cold front will sweep through the area beginning Friday morning.
Not much of a temperature change is expected behind the frontal
boundary as winds maintain a steady westerly component. RH values
will further decrease into the mid to upper 20s, though moderate
winds will help to lessen the risk of fire danger compared to
Thursday. Will need to monitor this potential, however, as fuels
moisture will rapidly dry out today with strong winds and decreasing
dewpoints. Afternoon highs will decrease slightly behind the front,
though unseasonable warmth will continue as temperatures peak in the
upper 60s to low 70s.

By Saturday afternoon, a warm front will lift north through the
forecast area resulting in a chance of scattered showers with a
chance of thunder if sufficient elevated instability develops
through the afternoon. This activity should clear the area by Sunday
afternoon with dry conditions expected for the remainder of the
weekend.

Temperatures will return to near normal early next week as a large
area of surface high pressure sinks southward into the region by
Monday. Northwest flow will then flatten out, though cold air
advection will keep temperatures in check through much of next week.
Precipitation chances may return by the late week as embedded
shortwave activity may develop within rebuilding northwest flow.

.AVIATION...

Low-level wind shear is possible at the terminals through the early
morning until a surface inversion dissipates after sunrise. Winds
within the 1-2kft range will rapidly increase early this morning as a
strong low-level jet works its way into the area from the southwest.
This will translate downward to the surface toward mid to late
morning. Surface winds and gusts will steadily rise into the
afternoon hours with sustained 20kt winds gusting to 35kts, and
possibly 40kts during peak heating. Gusts will taper off slightly
after sunset, though will remain strong well into the overnight hours.
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.FIRE WEATHER...
Issued at 330 AM CST Thu Feb 18 2016

Outdoor burning is highly discourage Thursday and Friday as strong
southerly winds will develop beginning this morning, with wind gusts
reaching 45 mph by the afternoon. Decreasing relative humidity values
will further enhance the fire danger risk. Fuels moisture currently
at 8 to 10 percent will continue to decrease to 5 percent as steady
winds strengthen throughout the day. Winds will begin to decrease
Friday, though relative humidity values will continue to drop behind
a dry cold front expected to push through the area by Friday morning.

To: Emergency management officials, news media, and other users.

Effective Tuesday, March 8, 2016 the National Weather Service in
Tallahassee will modify the flood stage levels for the Muckalee
Creek near Leesburg, GA (MCKG1) to better reflect impacts from
flooding along this portion of the creek.

These new flood levels are:

Action Stage                    11 feet (unchanged)
Minor Flood Stage               13 feet (down 2 feet)
Moderate Flood Stage            15 feet (down 2.8 feet)
Major Flood Stage               17 feet (down 4 feet)

This location is a flood only forecast point, which means forecasts
and warnings are issued when the river is expected to rise near or
above flood stage.

These updated flood stages were a direct result of analysis of
several recent flood events by the National Weather Service in
Tallahassee and the Lee County Emergency Management Agency.

A set of statements have been developed that communicate impacts
along the Muckalee Creek at specific stage readings. These are:

At 13 feet  Substantial lowland flooding will occur along the
creek. Water will flood one residence on North Hampton Road.

At 14 feet  Water will cross North Hampton Road in the 700 block.
Additional inundation occurs along the creek further downstream.

At 15 feet  Several homes in subdivisions along the creek in the
vicinity of Forrester Parkway and further south to the Dougherty
County line will begin to flood.

At 17 feet  Water will approach the bottom of the highway 195
bridge. Significant flooding occurs along the creek from east of
Leesburg to the Dougherty County line affecting numerous
subdivisions.

At 21 feet  Water will reach the road surface of highway 195.

At 29 feet  This is the record flood level from Tropical Storm
Alberto in 1994. Catastrophic flooding will occur throughout the
basin.

The data for this forecast point is provided through our partner,
the US Geological Survey. Without this critical data, forecasts and
warnings would not be possible at this location.

Across the state, low clouds covered south and central Texas.
Otherwise, skies were mostly clear. The winds were generally from
the south at 10 to 20 mph with a few gusts near 30 mph. Temperatures
were mainly in the 40s and 50s.

Here`s your forecast summary for West Central Texas forecast. Dry
and warm conditions will persist through Saturday, with a chance of
rain for Sunday and Monday. Highs this week will generally be in the
lower to mid 80s, with overnight lows in the upper 40s to upper 50s.
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
