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Over the past several months, we have run into problems with the whfs_editor and how it handles word wrapping with the KWRITE editor.  Thanks to several field offices’ help, we have a workaround.
Problems that have occurred with having the KWRITE editor set to word wrap at 69 are:

1) Editing Riverpro templates… should the user have lines longer than 69 characters in their templates and then save them after editing, the lines will word wrap to 69 characters.  This will mess the files up since the lines won’t match correctly.  The long lines are cut short without the "&" to force the carriage return.  The result… missing data and/or choppy sentences in the products.  


2) NWR products… offices that issue NWR products and cover several states/counties might have a long list of UGC codes.  Being forced to word wrap at 69 causes the line to be broken into two lines unnaturally.  Riverpro has a way of breaking UGC codes naturally should it be a long list.
Many of the WHFS applications enable the user to launch an editor.  The type of editor to be launched is controlled via the /awips/hydroapps/whfs/local/bin/whfs_editor file.  The default assumption is to use the editor which comes with the operating system.  In the case of linux, the default editor is the KWRITE editor.  As described above, there are some significant limitations when using the KWRITE editor to accomplish all of the potential editing tasks from within the WHFS applications.  AWIPS also has available the NEDIT editor.  Some users are familiar with NEDIT.  After investigation and discussion with others, it is our recommendation to modify the whfs_editor file to launch the KWRITE editor only when creating official user products within Riverpro, and the NEDIT editor for all other editing options.  Instructions for modifying the whfs_editor file follow.  

1) Check to see if you have the NEDIT editor on your linux machine in the following directory:  /usr/bin/X11.  There should be a file called nedit in this directory.
2) From any workstation go to /awips/hydroapps/whfs/local/bin directory and open the whfs_editor file in an editor.
On the next page is a copy of what the KWRITE section in the file needs to look like.  Existing entries are in black and the corrections are in BLUE.

IMPORTANT NOTE:  should your KWRITE editor be set to word wrap at 69 characters, then you must ensure that the rpf_linewidth token is set to 69 as well.  The rpf_linewidth token is used by Riverpro to determine where it will word wrap when it creates a product.  The rpf_linewidth token meets the need for NWSI 10-1701 which requires public products to be limited to 69 characters per line.  If the rpf_linewidth token is set to 80 characters (which is the default) and the editor has been set up to force word wrapping at 69 characters, when a Riverpro product is created it will be created internally with 80 character lines.  However, when displayed in the editor, it will be word wrapped at 69 characters.  This will result in product which has a line with 69 characters (because of the editor instruction), and then an ensuing line of 11 characters (because of the Riverpro creation).  The third line will be 69 characters, and then a shorter line will ensue.

To alleviate this problem, the site should check the .Apps_defaults_site file in the /awips/hydroapps directory for the existence of the following line:  rpf_linewidth:   69  


If this line does not exist, or if it does, but the value is different, the site should edit the file to either change the existing value to 69, or add the line with a value of 69. You'll most likely need to be the oper user to edit the file, but the file can be edited on any workstation. 


Instructions to set the word wrap in the KWRITE editor 
Should you ever want to set your word wrap or turn it off here is how to edit the default editor for linux.  


1) Bring up Riverpro and create a product 

2) The product will appear in the KWRITE editor.  Go to the Settings menu in 
the editor (not Riverpro) and select Configure Editor 

3) The Configure Editor window will appear.  On the left side of the window, 
there are icons associated with the parameters that can be edited.  To edit the 
word wrap feature, click on the icon editor. 

4) Two changes need to be made: 
a. change the number of characters after which word-wrapping begins to 69 
b. click the box beside the "Word Wrap" entry, so that an "x" appears in it 

5) These changes need to be made to each workstation
