LIGHTNING  
What is it?

On a hot day, clouds build up in the sky. They grow larger, towering higher and higher. They darken. As clouds develop, small bits in the clouds become charged with electricity. When the charges overflow, they make a lightning flash.
How will you know it is coming?

Lightning hits the highest objects, such as a tall tree, a tall house, or a person standing alone in a field. Plan ahead for outings by watching your local television news, listen to the radio, check www.weather.gov, and purchase a NOAA Weather Radio. If thunderstorms are forecast, it’s best to reschedule any outing that requires you to be away from a sturdy building.
Safety Tips
· Get into a sturdy building or hard-topped car
· If you are outside, crouch on your knees and bend over. Do not lie down or stand under a tree. Move away from anything made of metal.

· If you are in water, get out. Get away from the beach, and off a boat
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
