Subject:  Soliciting Public Comment through November 9, 2012

          on the Termination of the NWS Ozone Air Quality 
          Forecast System

The National Weather Service(NWS)is proposing to terminate all products generated by the Community Model for Air Quality (CMAQ) from its production suite.  This change will result in the termination of all surface ozone predictions over the CONUS, Alaska and Hawaii that are made from the 06 UTC and 12 UTC prediction cycles.  This includes the operational output as well as developmental ozone predictions used to evaluate upcoming changes to the production suite.  The NWS is seeking comments on this removal through November 9, 2012.
