The Weather Surveillance Radar-1988, Doppler (WSR-88D) at Melbourne, Florida (KMLB) resumed operation on January 29, 2013 at approximately 2140 Coordinated Universal Time (4:40pm EST).  The radar was down for about 6 weeks so that the support tower could be raised 10 meters to prevent blockage of the radar beam by imminent construction near the radar.
