Effective January 12, 2011 at 1800 Coordinated Universal Time (UTC), the NWS Office in Salt Lake City, UT, will begin disseminating the St. George, UT, Airport TAF under a new identifier: KDXZ.  KDXZ is the identifier for the new airport in St. George.  NWS personnel will need to add the following identifier to their communications systems to receive the new TAF:
