Instructions For Setting Up Hydrogen To Support Service Backup for OB6 AWIPS Sites
Due to some initial installation configuration issues, only the oper user is able to lauch the Hydrogen interface which is used to initiate and end production of XML data files in a Service Backup situation.  Some minor changes need to be made so that any user can launch the interface.  Steps 1 thru 8 should be done as the oper user on any workstation.  Steps 9 thru 14 should be done as the fxa user on every workstation.  Steps 1 thru 14 are one-time set up steps.

These instructions are only for OB6 sites, where Hydrogen is part of the AWIPS baseline.  For OB5 sites which have loaded Hydrogen from the LAD, please see the documentation specific for OB5.
1.  Go to the /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/input directory:

cd /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/input

2.  Review the hg.cfg file.  Specifically, note the line which includes:

rfc = 

If this line does not have a pound sign (#) in front of it, please edit the file so that it reads:

#rfc = 

You can leave the RFC identifier, in quotes, after the equal sign.  This change is necessary to account for receiving forecasts from multiple RFCs.
IF YOU HAVE INSTALLED ATAN 789, YOU DO NOT NEED TO DO STEPS 3-8.
If the /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/hg_atan789 directory exists, then you have installed the ATAN and do not need to do steps 3-8.  Proceed to step 9.

3.  Go to the /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/log directory:

cd /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/log

4.  Change the permissions on the bless.log file so that the group also has write permissions:

chmod 664 bless.log

5.  Go to the /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/bin directory:

cd /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/bin

6.  Make a copy of the run_hg_history file:

cp run_hg_history run_hg_history.OB6

7.  Edit the run_hg_history file.  Add the following line:

umask 0002

immediately before the line which reads export PGUSER=pguser such that the first several lines in the script read:

#!/bin/bash

umask 0002

export PGUSER=pguser

8.  Save the file

The following steps (9-14) should be done as the fxa user, and need to be done on every workstation.

9.  Go to the /awips/fxa/data/appLauncher directory:

cd /awips/fxa/data/appLauncher

10.  Make a copy of the local.conf file

cp local.conf local.conf.date

where date is the date you are making the edits.

11.  Edit the local.conf file.

12.  At the end of the file, add the following information:

Start_Record
Name=Run HydroGen Backup
Exec=/awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/bin/start_hg_bless
End_Record

13.  Save the file.
This action will result in an entry being placed in the AWIPS Startup Menu.  To get this menu, place the mouse on the workstation background and click the left mouse button.  From the ensuing pop-up menu, select the AWIPS Startup Menu.  Run HydroGen Backup will appear as an option in the menu list.  You may need to log out of the workstation and log back in for the option to appear.

14.  Repeat steps 9 thru 13 on every workstation.
