Using Hydrogen to Invoke or End Creation of XML Data Files for Service Backup

(Updated 04/23/2009)

These instructions assume that the site has already done the necessary setup for HydroGen backup.  The setup steps are defined in a separate document on the WHFS web page (https://ocwws.weather.gov/intranet/whfs/index.shtml).

I.  Invoking Service Backup

A. Any user on any workstation can launch the Hydrogen interface.  Place the mouse on the workstation background and click the left mouse button.  This action will bring up the main AWIPS menu.  Select the AWIPS Start Up Menu option.  Run HydroGen Backup will appear as an option in this menu list.  Select it with a left mouse click.  The HydroGen interface will appear.
B.  On the right side of the interface is a list of WFOs.  Click the button beside the WFO(s) for which you want to create Hydrogen XML data files as part of a service backup operation.

C.  Click the Set Backup Mode Only button.  This action will configure Hydrogen to create XML data files for those locations in the HSA for the WFO(s) you identified, and will also close the interface.  This action will place a 0 byte file in the /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen directory called .ccc_backup, where ccc is the identifier for the WFO selected in step B above.
II. Ending Service Backup(CRITICAL)
Upon a backed up office’s return to service, it is critical the backing up office TERMINATE IMMEDIATELY the processing of xml files for the office that was out of service.  If not, resulting in both offices generating xml files for the same office, the AHPS web page will not update for the office that has returned to service.

A. Any user on any workstation can launch the Hydrogen interface.  Place the mouse on the workstation background and click the left mouse button.  This action will bring up the main AWIPS menu.  Select the AWIPS Start Up Menu option.  Run HydroGen Backup will appear as an option in this menu list.  Select it with a left mouse click.  The HydroGen interface will appear.

B.  On the right side of the interface is a list of WFOs.  The button for those WFO(s) for which you are generating XML data files in a service backup mode should be highlighted.  Click the button beside the WFO(s) for which you want to end the creation of Hydrogen XML data files as part of a service backup operation.  The button will then become un-highlighted.
C.  Click the Set Backup Mode Only button.  This action will configure Hydrogen to stop creation of XML data files for those locations in the HSA for the WFO(s) you identified, and will also close the interface.  This action will remove the /awips/hydroapps/HydroGen/.ccc_backup file.
