A  new enhancement/modification to the Riverpro application has been implemented in AWIPS Build OB8.3: 

For those of you who issue point-specific flood advisory products out of Riverpro, we have implemented a feature which set a defined end time for the initial, NEW issuance of the FL.Y product.  Since this product is for locations not above flood stage, there is no data for Riverpro to estimate an Event End Time.  As such, FL.Y issuances will go out with an undefined Event End Time, unless you explicitly define an Event End Time using the Modify VTEC Settings window in the Riverpro Settings menu.  This behavior potentially caused some issues at the end of the FL.Y event, because the user has to issue a CANcellation of the event in order to end it.  If this is not done, then the FL.Y event will "hang around" indefinitely because the Event End Time is "Until Further Notice." 

The new feature in OB8.3 imposes an arbitrary Event End Time of 36 hours from the initial product issuance for Flood Advisory, FL.Y products.  This 36 hour value is able to be modified via a .Apps_defaults token called FLYendtime_shift_hours.  If you want to modify this value to be something other than 36 hours, you can edit the /awips/hydroapps /.Apps_defaults_site file to add a line which reads: 

FLYendtime_shift_hours:  nn 

where nn is the value you want, in hours.  Note that you'll most likely need to be the user OPER to make this change.  It can be made on any workstation.  Once the NEW FL.Y event is issued, subsequent issuances of FL.Y products for that event will retain the originally-defined Event End Time.  The advantage to this approach is that the FL.Y event will EXPire once the Event End Time has come and gone.  Therefore, if you don't explicitly CANcel the FL.Y event, it won't "hang around" in the database indefinitely. 

If you want to modify the Event End Time on follow-on products, you can use the Modify VTEC Settings window from the Riverpro Settings menu.  Similarly, if you want to issue a CANcellation product instead of letting the event expire, you can use the Modify VTEC Settings window to change the VTEC Action code.
