Migration Steps ¶
Note: These are interim instructions set up assuming that the ADAM does not have direct connection to the Virtual Lab that will house the NCLADT wiki and Subversion Repository.  OST is currently work to resolve this issue and hopes to complete the between ADAM and the Virual Lab by the end of February 2011.
1. If you need the latest version of the software and documentation that the field is using, download Application from  LAD or  STR onto machine on your Local Office Network that has Internet connectivity to reach NCLADT Subversion Respository.
1. Select “User Directed LAD Search” from the left-hand side of the screen. 

2. Select “AppName” from the first box, the name of the local app in the second box, then click on the “Submit” button. 

3. Click on the name of the local app. 

4. Download the software, user documentation, and install documentation via the links at the top of the page. 

2. The National Core Local Application Development Team (NCLADT) would like you to commit the original version of local application (incl. doc) to Subversion

3. Change Trac status from “Accepted” to “In Progress”.

1. Log on the AWIPS OTE wiki at:

2. Select the “View Tickets” tab near the top of the page
3. Click the “My Open Tickets by Milestone” Report 
4. Click on the “Title” of the ticket of interest. 
5. Select the “Modify Ticket” link at the bottom of the ticket page. 
6. In the Action box, select the “In Progress” radio button 
7. Select the “Submit changes” button at the bottom of the page.
4. Load your Local Application code and documentation on to a USB drive and then using the USB drive load it on the ADAM machine.

5. Migrate the Local Application 

1. Look for functionality duplication (similar app already migrated) 

2. Problems w/ migration? Review Local Application Migration training and NCLADT “How To’s:” on the NCLADT wiki at:

3. If you can’t find your answer there, post your question on the awips2dev listserver

4. Think in terms of libraries/modules that are either already in use or could be used by other applications when migrating (ex. METAR decoding agorithmns)
6. Make sure documentation is consistent with software 

1. Update existing local app documentation (if changes are needed) 

2. Create new documentation if none exists 

3. Update INTERNAL documentation (i.e., header block(s)); see <insert link here> for guidelines. 

7. Commit new version (incl. doc) to Subversion (intermittently during migration). Remember you must move your Local Application from the ADAM machine to a machine on your Local Office Network that has Internet connectivity to reach NCLADT Subversion Respository.
1. See the  Subversion repository structure for instructions
8. Create Test Instructions; Change ticket status 

1. Select the “Modify Ticket” link at the bottom of the ticket page. 

2. In the Action box, select the “testing” radio button 

3. Select the “Submit changes” button at the bottom of the page. 

4. Attach standalone test document/instructions needed 

9. Unit Test the Local Application
1. Using your test instruction, please test your Local Application
10. Code review and Independent Validation Test 

1. If at all possible, please set up time and place where you and other developer in your office can review the code and all of the changes due to the migration.
2. If a code review is done at your office, please add that to the comments section of the Ticket on the AWIPS OT&E wiki.

3. Please schedule a time in which a user of the software can sit down and independently use the test instruction developed in Part 7 to independently verify your Local Application

11. Load your Local Application code and documentation on to a USB drive from ADAM and then using the USB drive load it on to a machine with access to your Local Office Network that has Internet connectivity to reach NCLADT Subversion Respository.
12. Close the Trac ticket when local application passes testing 

1. Select the “Modify Ticket” link at the bottom of the ticket page. 

2. In the Action box, select the “resolve as” radio button 

3. Select “fixed” from the selector bar next to “resolve as” 

4. Select the “Submit changes” button at the bottom of the page 

5. Please review any major changes or issues that needed be overcome and them to the NCLADT “How To’s:” to share this information with the Local Application migration community.
