Note: To check logs more in detail, from both sending and receiving sites log to dx1 for smtp and cd to /awips/ops/logs/ dx1-tbdr/ (depends on the machine you are in) and check for request log on sending site and for receiving log on receiving site)

	Now launch the NWRBrowser from the workstation pop-up menu. Highlight the ID of the hazard just created and click View.
