The RCP Application Test System (RATS) allows scripting of the CAVE GUI.  That is, a tester can write scripts in Perl which, when executed, will interact with the CAVE GUI like a user to click buttons, swap panes, etc.  Test procedures which would otherwise have to be carried out by a human can thus be automated.

There are two tarballs available for download.  Testers will only need the scripting tarball (ratsscript.tgz).  That tarball includes a README describing in detail how to install and use RATS.  Those working on developing and enhancing the RATS system itself will need the scripting tarball and also the source tarball (ratsaut.tgz).  The source tarball includes the Java source code files used by RATS.  The source tarball also includes a README describing how to build RATS.
